Assessments: 

· All tests/quizzes will be announced well in advance and posted on my website. 
· If you have an excused absence on the day of an assessment you will need to make it up at the next available test make-up day. There will be no make-ups of a missed test if the absence is unexcused.  You will receive a zero on the test if the absence is unexcused.
· You may earn back quiz points after a test if all the following conditions are met.


· A student shows mastery on a test question that is similar to a quiz question that they got incorrect.

· The student looks over their tests and quizzes and finds equivalent problems to present to Ms. Dunbar
· The student sets a time with Ms. Dunbar to go over their problem(s) and present their case.

· It is Ms. Dunbar’s prerogative to decide whether the chosen problems are equivalent and merit a change in grade.
· Your final is worth 10% of your grade.  The final will be cumulative for each semester.  If your final score is higher than your lowest test, I will average the two scores and replace your lowest test score with the average of the two tests.  For example if you have a 70% on the chapter 2 test and receive 80% on the final. The grade for your final would be 80% and your grade for the chapter 2 test would be averaged to be 75%.  If your final is not higher then any of your individual tests, or your homework grade is less than 75% it will not be averaged into any tests. 

Students are not allowed to share calculators during test or quizzes even if one student finishes before another.  It will be considered cheating if a student shares or borrows a calculator during a test or a quiz.  Any student involved in this behavior will receive a zero on the quiz or test and a referral will be sent to the administrator’s office.
Discipline:

Appropriate behavior is very important to everyone’s learning and therefore important to me. The first consequence will generally be a warning. More serious or repeated violations will be handled through the Skyline High School discipline process outlined in the student planner.
