Assessments: 

· All tests and major quizzes will be announced well in advance and posted on my website. 
· Homework quizzes will be given unannounced and will go in the quiz category. There will be no make-ups/retakes of homework quizzes.
· If you have an excused absence on the day of an assessment you will need to make it up at the next available test make-up day.
· You may retake every test one time. You must notify Ms. Dunbar if you are interested in retaking a test and do the following:
· Test corrections must be completed on the test in a different color or else on a separate sheet of paper.

· You must have completed 80% of the homework for the unit along with the review.
· Once Test corrections are complete, you must meet with Ms. Dunbar to review your corrections, show her your homework and schedule a time for the retake.

· The retake will cover the same material but be slightly harder.

· Retakes must be taken by one week after graded tests are returned to the class.

· You may earn back quiz points after a test if all the following conditions are met.


· A student shows mastery on a test question that is similar to a quiz question that they got incorrect.

· The student looks over their tests and quizzes and finds equivalent problems to present to Ms. Dunbar
· The student sets a time with Ms. Dunbar to go over their problem(s) and present their case.

· It is Ms. Dunbar’s prerogative to decide whether the chosen problems are equivalent and merit a change in grade.
· Your final is worth 15% of your grade.  The final will be cumulative for each semester.  
Classwork:

· Assignments done during the class period as well as reviews given before tests will be checked and given points that go in this category.  There will be daily assignments given to be done at home that will not be graded.  There will be time to answer questions on these assignments the next day. The material students practice on these daily assignments will be what is on the homework quizzes.  
Extra Credit:  There will be no extra credit opportunities
